v The old system under the law of Moses was only a 
shadow, a dim preview of the good things to come, not 
the good things themselves. The sacrifices under that 
system were repeated again and again, year after year, 
but they were never able to provide perfect cleansing for 
those who came to worship. If they could have provided 
perfect cleansing, the sacrifices would have stopped, for 
the worshipers would have been purified once for all 
time, and their feelings of guilt would have disappeared. 
But instead, those sacrifices actually reminded them of 
their sins year after year. For it is not possible for the 
blood of bulls and goats to take away sins. That is why, 
when Christ came into the world, He said to God, “You did 
not want animal sacrifices or sin offerings. But You have 
given me a body to offer. You were not pleased with burnt 
offerings or other offerings for sin. Then I said ‘Look, I 
have come to do Your will, O God—as it is written about 
Me in the Scriptures.’” ~HEBREWS 10:1-7 NLT
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v Ah, sinful nation, a people laden with iniquity, offspring 
of evildoers, children who deal corruptly! They have 
forsaken the LORD, they have despised the Holy One of 
Israel, they are utterly estranged.

* If the LORD of hosts had not left us a few survivors, we 
should have been like Sodom, and become like Gomorrah. 
Hear the word of the LORD, you rulers of Sodom! Give ear 
to the teaching of our God, you people of Gomorrah! 

** “What to Me is the multitude of your sacrifices? Says the 
LORD; I have had enough of burnt offerings of rams and the 
fat of well-fed beasts; I do not delight in the blood of bulls, 
or of lambs, or of goats.

Ø Do you have love for other believers & desire fellowship 
with them? 

Ø Do you love God & seek to obey His commandments?

Ø Do you hate sin & wrestle with it?

Ø Do you confess your sins & seek to practice 
righteousness rather than a sinful lifestyle? 

Ø Do you walk in the same way Jesus walked? Do you live 
to please Him & others rather than self?

Ø Do you love others & wish to see them saved? Do you 
love to talk about Christ & share the Gospel?

Ø Have you separated yourself from the world, no longer 
loving the world & the desires of the world & its 
ideologies?

Ø Do you desire God’s Word & desire to know the truth of 
God’s Word & seek to know Him according to Scripture? 

Ø Do you abide in Christ through prayer & reading/studying 
the Scripture & living out what you’ve learned daily?

Ø Do you test all man’s teachings against what God has 
revealed to us through His Word? God’s Word is above 
man’s word!

v What then? Are we Jews any better off? No, not at all. 
For we have already charged that all, both Jews and 
Greeks, are under sin, as it is written: “None is righteous, 
no, not one; no one understands; no one seeks for God. 
All have turned aside; together they have become 
worthless; no one does good, not even one.” “Their 
throat is an open grave; they use their tongues to 
deceive.” “The venom of asps is under their lips.” “Their 
mouth is full of curses and bitterness.” “Their feet are 
swift to shed blood; in their paths are ruin and misery, 
and the way of peace they have not known.” “There is no 
fear of God before their eyes.” Now we know that 
whatever the law says it speaks to those who are under 
the law, so that every mouth may be stopped, and the 
whole world may be held accountable to God. For by 
works of the law no human being will be justified in His 
sight, since through the law comes knowledge of sin. But 
now the righteousness of God has been manifested apart 
from the law, although the Law of the Prophets bear 
witness to it—the righteousness of God through faith in 
Jesus Christ for all who believe. For there is no distinction: 
for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God, and 
are justified by His grace as a gift, through the redemption 
that is in Christ Jesus, whom God put forward as a 
propitiation by His blood, to be received by faith. This was 
to show God’s righteousness, because in His divine 
forbearance He had passed over former sins. It was to 
show His righteousness at the present time, so that He 
might be just and the justifier of the one who has faith in 
Jesus. ~ROMANS 3:9-26 ESV

v For the grace of God has appeared, bringing salvation for 
all people, training us to renounce ungodliness and 
worldly passions, and to live self-controlled, upright, and 
godly lives in the present age, waiting for our blessed 
hope, the appearing of the glory of our great God and 
Savior Jesus Christ, who gave Himself for us to redeem us 
from all lawlessness and to purify for Himself a people for 
His own possession who are zealous for good works.

A NOTE OF 
ENCOURAGEMENT 
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v All Scripture is breathed out by God and profitable for 
teaching, for reproof, for correction, and for training in 
righteousness that the man of God may be complete, 
equipped for every good work. ~2 TIMOTHY 3:16-17 ESV

v For the word of God is living and active, sharper than any 
two-edged sword, piercing to the division of soul and of 
spirit, of joints and of marrow, and discerning the 
thoughts and intentions of the heart. ~HEBREWS 4:12 ESV

v Do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed 
by the renewal of your mind, that by testing you may 
discern what is the will of God, what is good and 
acceptable and perfect.  ~ROMANS 12:2 ESV (We must 
know the Word of God in order to be transformed, to 
test, to discern. We must read it!)

v So faith comes from hearing, and hearing through the 
word of Christ. ~ROMANS 10:17 ESV (This includes 
reading– It is the Word of Christ that saves whether 
hearing it or reading it!)
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
